1. Hewish IPA     3.6% ABV                          

RCH Brewery Weston Super Mare

Light, hoppy bitter some malt and fruit, though slightly less fruit in the finish. Floral citrus hop aroma; pale/brown amber colour.

2. Otter Bitter   3.6% ABV

Otter Brewery  Luppit, Devon

Well-balanced amber session bitter with a fruity nose and bitter taste and aftertaste. 

3. Bays Best   3.7% ABV 

Bays Brewery  Paignton 

 A Devon best bitter, amber in colour and a multi award winner. The modern hops produce a well balanced , clean and crisp beer with a dry and hoppy finish. 

4. Mendip Spring  3.8% ABV

Butcombe Brewery Bristol

Light amber in colour…the beer is dominated by hops that give characteristic citrus notes, whilst balanced with a floral aroma and a clean, dry finish. Tantalisingly fresh!


5. Quantock Ale  3.8% ABV 

Quantock Brewery Wellington, Somerset

The very first Quantock ale. The amber coloured beer is brewed from a blend of three malts to give a full bodied flavour. The blend of English hops creates a balanced fruity character with a delicate spicy aroma. 

6. Branoc 3.8% ABV 

Branscombe Brewery Branscombe 

 A light brown session beer. Fruity and bitter.

7. Glory 3.8% ABV 

Yeovil Ales Yeovil

A complex taste profile benefiting from several hop varieties. It has well balanced bitterness with slightly spicy citrus notes.

8. Silverton Pride 3.9% ABV

Exe Valley Brewery Silverton, Exeter

Mid brown beer, brewed with Devon malt and progress hops. A quaffable flavoursome beer produced to support the Silverton Street Market 2011. 

9. Cotleigh 25  4.0 ABV

Cotleigh Brewery Wiveliscombe

An explosion of flavours originating from the American Cascade hops gives this brillant pale golden beer a fresh aroma and fruit filled finish.

10. Butcombe Bitter  4.0% ABV

Butcombe Brewery  Bristol

Beer derives from pure Mendip Spring Water…notably bitter, clean tasting, refreshingly dry and distinctive. Made with 100% best Maris Otter malt (the Rolls Royce of malts), together with a blend of (never divulged) English hop varieties.

11. Bucking Fastard 4.0% ABV

Northumberland Brewery Northumberland, supplied by RCH

A refreshing floral hoppy session ale that has a surprising kick.

12. Otter Amber 4.0%ABV

Otter Brewery Luppit, Devon

The special Cara malt and carefully selected hops in Amber deliver a finely balanced bitter flavour, with hints of tropical fruit and spice – sometimes even an impression of ginger.

13. Bays Topsail 4.0%ABV

Bays Brewery Paingnton 

Launched in June 2010, Topsail is a well balanced beer, deep amber in colour with a subtle sweetness throughout.

14. Yellowhammer 4.0% ABV

O’hanlons Brewery Whimple, Devon

A well-balanced, smooth pale, yellow beer with a predominant hop and fruit nose and taste, leading to a dry, bitter finish.

15. Prospect 4.0% ABV

Quercus Brewery Kingsbridge

A rich appealing aroma & colour give a hint of the prospect to come. Thirst quenching and eminently drinkable.


16. Dobs Best 4.1% ABV

Exe Valley Brewery Kingsbridge, Devon

Light brown best bitter. Fuggles, hops, late hopped with Goldings, good happy aroma, slightly sweet with bitter after taste. 

16. Summerset 4.1% ABV

Yeovil Ales Yeovil

A blonde ale with light rounded mouth feel and a tangerine fruity hop finish.

17. Golden Seahawk 4.2% ABV

Cotleigh Brewery Wiveliscombe

A bright golden coloured best bitter. Smooth and malty with a background of honey flavour offering a refreshing and citrus smooth finish.

18. Bearskinful 4.2% ABV

Beartown Brewery Chesire, Supplied by RCH

Biscuity malt dominates the flavour of this amber best bitter. There are hops and a hint of sulphur on the aroma. A balance of malt and bitterness follow through to the aftertaste. 

19. Brown Cow 4.2% ABV 

Bradfield Brewery Sheffield, supplied by RCH

A rich deep chestnut coloured ale, with a beautifully smooth creamy head. A citrus aftertaste gives way to a long dry finish.

20. Otter Bright 4.3% ABV 

Otter Brewery Luppit, Devon

It is a very refreshing beer with a fruity taste. The aftertaste is sweet with a subtle bitterness which is likely to leave you wanting more.

21. Village Bike 4.3% ABV

Potton Brewery Bedfordshire, supplied by RCH

Classic English premium bitter, amber in colour, heavily-late hopped. 

22. Wills Neck 4.3% ABV

Quantock Brewery  Wellington, Somerset

A bright golden ale with a rich malty taste and being late hopped is bursting with hop flavours and aroma.

23. Red Herron 4.3% ABV 

North Curry North Curry, Taunton

Made from the finest English pale and crystal malt which produces a full bodied, malty flavoured ale, balanced by the bitterness of Golding hops.

24. Butcombe Gold 4.4% ABV

Butcombe Brewery Bristol

Made with 100% Maris Otter malt, and brewed using a single variety hop…English Fuggles. A malty fresh vitality gives way to a full bittersweet finish…pure Gold!

25. Summer Fair 4.4% ABV

Quercus Brewery  Kingsbridge, Devon

26. Exmoor Gold 4.5% ABV 

Exmoor Brewery  Wiveliscombe

Appetising and enticing gold in colour. The nose is an interplay between a fresh bouquet of grassy and floral hop and a subtly soft, fluffy caramel-tinged maltiness. The palate sees more balance between gentle grainy maltiness and sprightly floral, citrusy fresh hop fruitiness. The finish is bittersweet with hints of citrus fruit weaving in and out.

27. Barn Owl 4.5% ABV 

Cotleigh Brewery Wiveliscombe

A distinctive and full flavoured premium strength bitter. Copper coloured premium ale with hints of toffee and nut with a smooth malty bitter sweet finish.

28. Old Slug Porter 4.5% ABV 

RCH Brewery Weston Super Mare

A delicious traditional porter with a full bodied taste of chocolate, coffee, blackcurrant and black cherry with a good aroma. A near black colour with a good white head when served through a tight sparkler.

28. Ghost On The Rim 4.5% ABV

Anglo Dutch Brewery West Yorkshire, supplied by RCH

A pale, dry full-bodied bitter.

29. Quiver Bitter 4.5% ABV

Bowman Ales Hampshire, supplied by RCH

Gloriously rich golden in colour and with a wonderful mown grass aroma, this premium bitter is full of complex flavours including a tiny amount of caramel. The addition of American hops gives it a full hop flavour with a dry finish.
30. Hedgemonkey 4.6% ABV

Glastonbury Ales Glastonbury

A well- rounded deep amber bitter. Malty, rich and very hoppy. 

31. Golden Chalice 4.8% ABV

Glastonbury Ales Glastonbury

Light and golden best bitter with a robust malt character.

32. Bamboozle 4.8% ABV

Loddon Brewery Oxfordshire, supplied by RCH

A strong pale ale heavily hopped with English Goldings. The Pale ale malt gives the beer a clean and crisp background. 

33. Summer Lightning 5.0% ABV

Hopback Brewery Sailsbury

An extremely pleasant bitter, straw coloured beer with a terrific fresh, hoppy aroma. This, coupled with an intense bitterness, leads to an excellent long, dry finish. Probably the beer to receive the most awards in Britain!

34. Stormstay  5.0% ABV

O’hanlons Brewey Whimple,Devon 

35. Summathat 5.0% ABV

Branscombe Brewery Branscombe

Light golden beer with a clean and refreshing taste and a long hoppy finish.

36. Exmoor Stag 5.2% ABV

Exmoor Ales Wiveliscombe

The nose is rich with resiny hop aromas to the fore followed by a biscuity maltiness in the background. On the palate a voluminous malty character with hints of chocolate and toffee is matched note for note with a well defined and warming fruitiness, before a giddy descent where a long dry finish where a hint of sweetness keeps matters well mannered.

37. Exmoor Beast 6.6% ABV

Exmoor Ales  Wiveliscombe

Brewed with a mix of pale ale, chocolate and crystal malts, and hopped with Goldings, Challenger and Brewers Gold, it is dark mahogany-brown in colour, with the merest hint of crimson tints at its edge. Lush rich aromas of toffee, treacle. Mocha coffee, vinous fruit and chocolate swirl above the glass. There’s more complexity on the palate with rich fruitcake, a hint of rum, more Mocha coffee, an herbal hoppiness, vinous fruit, while the bittersweet finish is smooth yet complex, rich but not cloying.

38. Old Tom 8.5% ABV

Robinsons Brewery Chesire

Superior dark, rich and warming strong ale with a cherry brandy like colour and character.
Booming balance of ripe malt, and peppery hops combine with roasted nut and chocolate flavours with a smoky richness. Distinctive deep port wine finish with bitter hops balance complemented by heady, vinous aromas of dark fruit.

Ciders

39. Tricky Cider 6.4% ABV

Tricky Cider Co Blackdown Hills

Made from a selected blend of local apples to prduce a golden clear cider with a crisp subtle flavour. Contains pure English Apple Juice.

40. Bollhayes Cider   7.0 ABV

Vigo LTD Blackdown Hills

Award winning, traditional dry cider, made with 100% juice from apples grown and around the Blackdown Hills.
